20 Years of the Journal Educacion Y Humanismo Editorial

The Journal Educaciéon y Humanismo founded in 1998 by the Faculty of Education and
the direction of the Master Degree course in Education of the Universidad Simén Bolivar,
has just reached 20 years of continuous service to the scientific community. From its
beginnings the journal has been published every six months without any interruption
during the months of January and July, under the editorial seal of the Universidad Simdn
Bolivar; from 1998 up to 2007, in a printed form, and from 2008 in an electronic format,
under the Open Access mode. From year 2018, when accomplishes 20 years of being

founded, the journal will be published in a continuous edition.

In the Editorial Committee of the Journal many well known illustrious researchers have
participated, such as: Aquiles Escalante (die in peace), Reynaldo Mora, Rubén Fontalvo y
Carlos Miranda, who with their contributions have helped to shape a stronger academic

scientific community.

Today, the journal is a national and international point of reference for the publishing
of articles that contribute to generate new knowledgement, written by professionals and
researchers that belong to the Education and Science areas,and Humanities in as long as
the research topics involve education and the transformation of the human being as a

subject affected by the processes of education in a global context.

During its 20 years of living and 35 issued volumes, the journal has published research
articles covering investigation, revsion, reflection, book and writings reviews, where the
following topics are worth mentioning: pedagogy, curriculum, education and Tic,

complexity and culture, with the participation of more tan 300 authors among which stand

In year 2017 a monographical special edition about"Complexity: lessons that humanize
the change” was published. It had as its main objective a multi, inter and transdisciplinary
dialogue that far from the fragmentation and specialization of knowledge, allowed to
integrate the legitim and non legitim scientific knowledge,in order to understand the
fundamental problems of human and non human co-existence in a globalized and
interconnected world, with the participation of different authors among which we can
mention: Vizcarra, (2017), Rodriguez, (2017), Gdmez & Rubio (2017), Aguilar, (2017),
Maldonado (2017).
